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Three major Native American groups lived in Mississippi when European exploration
began. The Chickasaw lived in the North and East. The Chocstaw lived in central
part and the Natchez lived in the southwest. Mississippi was first explored by
Hernando De Soto. He discovered the Mississippi River in 1540. That region was
then taken over by France later on. In 1699, a French group were the first settlement
in present day Ocean Springs. Great Britain took over in 1763, after the French and
Indian War, which then ceded into the U.S. after Revolution in 1783. Spain did not
regain until 1798 and the U.S. annexed West Florida from Spain in 1810. After the
Great Depression, cotton was the largely dlsputed economy source. Mississippi has
now diversified its economy.
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Reconstruction of Miss. Highway 67, from U.S. highway 49 to
interstate 110 has made it a great access to Biloxi from the north.

U.S. Route 78 is a east —west U.S. highway runs 715 mi. through
Memphis, Tennessee, between Memphis and Tupelo, Mississippi.

Interstate 55- North South through Jackson, between New Orleans
and Memphis

Interstate 10- Mississippi Gulf Coast.
Interstate 20- East West through Jackson

Highway 61- Mississippi River Valley, between Memphis and Baton
Rouge.
