• Many Algerians dress in modern western- style clothing, 
others dress in traditional clothes. Village men wear a 
burnous (a long hooded robe) and baggy pants. Women 
wear a haik (a long piece of cloth draped over the entire 
body and head.) The hijab (a long, loose dress and hair 
covering) is an Islamic garment worn by many women.



• Couscous, Algeria’s national dish is made 
from steamed semolina wheat. The wheat 
is formed into tiny particles that can be 
combined with other ingredients to make a 
main coarse.



• There national sport is soccer, known as 
“football”

• Algerian handicrafts include rugs, pottery, 
jewelry, and brass.



• Strengths: Oil and gas.
• Weaknesses: Political turmoil, leading to 

exodus (journey) of European and other 
important workers.
